Part 2 will include two paragraphs that assess your child in one area of development comparing what you observed with one of the developmental charts in our text, or you may cite another professional resource.

In our text use one of the following: 

· Milestones for Motor Development (page 160)

· 6 Sub-stages of Piaget’s Sensory Motor Stage of Cognitive Development (page 186)

· Language Milestones from Birth to 3 Years (page 202)
· Infants’ and Toddler’s Psychosocial Development (page 217)

In the first paragraph re-state the age of the child you observed, and pull out from your complete observation demonstration and abilities that the child displayed in either motor, cognitive or language development, or psychosocial development.

In the second paragraph quote or refer to the text to state at what age the skills they displayed are expected and based on this whether the child is strong in this area for his/her age, if it is an area in need of strengthening, or if the child is on target for their age.  Make sure to cite what the book says and what you witnessed to form your conclusion.  If you can’t find anything in the book, you can find another professional source to use
